Korrie Allen, PsyD

Dr. Korrie Allen is an Associate Professor of Pediatrics at Eastern Virginia Medical School. She is a licensed Clinical Psychologist and certified School Psychologist. Dr. Allen received an undergraduate degree in psychology from the University of Notre Dame, and doctorate in psychology from St. John’s University.  Dr. Allen is extensively involved in applied research that focuses on children with severe behavior problems. Her recent studies evaluated the impact of parent training to address aggressive and oppositional behaviors among children with an Autism Spectrum Disorder. He lectures locally, nationally and internationally on various sports medicine and adolescent medicine topics including “concussions in youth” and “overuse and overtraining in young athletes”.

He was also involved with the development of the Virginia Board of Education Guidelines for Senate Bill 652 “Policies on Concussions in Student-Athletes”.
